BARN OWNERS/ MANAGERS - holding these certificates proves to your boarders that you
know how to look after their horses properly.

HORSE OWNERS - these courses back up your horse care knowledge as well as increasing it,
and will ensure the welfare of your horses.

HORSE LOVERS - take this opportunity to learn more about horse care and management
and get to meet other equine enthusiasts.

Courses are available day or evening, weekdays or weekends at Louise’s facility or at your
barn or house. (There doesn’t need to be a horse there.)
